Francis Asbury was the one that really laid the foundation of the Methodist Church. John Wesley was the one that started the Methodist Church but he stayed in England. When we had the war of Independence many of the Methodist preachers that were sent over here went back to England but Francis Asbury stayed here. 
Francis Asbury rode on horseback and had a regular circuit he went on to check on the churches and ministers. He went from Maryland to Virginia to N.C. to S.C. to Georgia to Tenn. and back again on horseback in all types of weather. “Asbury arrived in Baltimore on May 5, completing a journey of 1,100 miles from Charleston (pg. 196). “Sickness and death cast a shadow over Asbury as the century drew to a close. While in Charleston in January 1797, he was seized with the first of a string of fevers and other ailments that dogged him through 1798. Fevers were to the eighteenth century what cancer is today; a killer of otherwise healthy adults (pg. 264). 

I am enjoying this book very much but am not quite finished with it yet. If any would like to read it just let me know and I will give it to you when I finish. 

I would like to thank again Vickie for the great article she did that was included in the Advocate, our Methodist newspaper. If you have not seen it you can do so on the board in the new building.

It has grown every year.  In the first 6 months of this year we have served approximately 25 families.  The KUMC KIDS school also helps to keep the pantry supplied.

This past July, Ginger Beaty and I were blessed with the opportunity in chaperoning some of our church’s children to Look Up Lodge.  For those of you that are unaware, Look Up Lodge is a Christian camp located in beautiful Traveler’s Rest, SC, right where the mountains begin their ascent upward.   The mission of this camp, in their own words, is…Our mission at Look Up Lodge is to change the landscape of the American church by infusing it with leaders with a clear, correct and communicable faith.   

What a great mission, and what an incredible way to keep our children excited about God!  I must admit, I had no idea what I was getting into…but God leads us in mysterious ways…not our way.  I was approached by Miss Teresa and Melinda, and they asked that I help out with the boys, and that I could bring my son Logan (who is about 2 years under the minimum age limit).  They assured me he would be fine, and even though I was hesitant, I accepted.   I am learning to open up and accept these challenges as opposed to simply closing the door.  We must all be willing to reach outside of our comfort zones and allow God to lead us…even when we are not exactly sure why at that moment in time.  But boy am I glad I accepted this opportunity, as it did more for me that it may have done for the children!   

The entire staff at Look Up Lodge is amazing.  From the moment you enter the property you notice a major buzz and excitement.  Not only is the lake and grounds beautiful, but the staffers make you feel immediately at home.  The hospitality is wonderful, everything is clean, and everything is efficient.  Once you get to your cabin, you meet your bunk mates and get settled.  And then you make your first…of many…treks up Chapel Hill!  One thing about this camp…everything is uphill…so you’ll certainly get your exercise!  But it is well worth it, as Director/Owner and Spiritual Leader Greg Boone awaits to teach and motivate everyone.  His messages grab you and the children, while also challenging you.  And the summer staffers keep the mood lively by adding music, skits, and a lot of fun.  The children absolutely love the skits!  On top of the chapel and teaching time, the children also play games, swim for a couple of hours a day in the lake, rock climb, ride a zip line, and fly in the tree swing.   And as most Christian gatherings…the food is abundant and delicious.  They certainly feed everyone to make up for the amount of walking done throughout the weekend…so you won’t go home hungry.

Again…Ginger and I were blessed to spend time with Marley, Darcy, Hunter, and Logan.  It was a small group, but a wonderful group at that.  I highly encourage everyone with children and youth within our church to consider sending your kids to this camp.  The message and teaching of God’s Word will spread and encourage our children in such a dynamic and fun way.  It will also touch your heart if you feel compelled to chaperone…as I know I will be going back for many years to come!
