Greetings in the glorious name of our Lord and Savor Jesus Christ: May God greatly bless each of you as you continue steadfastly in your walk with our Lord.

 Speaking of growing though, we are called to have a steadfast Spirit in us in Psalms 51:10. To be steadfast is: to firmly fixed, unmovable, not subject to change, firm in belief. We are called to have our eyes fixed on Jesus and in determination go forward in our growth in Him. There is much in the world today all around us that tries to distract us from our abiding relationship with our Lord. load on his back. One day he fell into the company of an Arabian tradesman who told him, “Take 

your burden and toss it on my camel.” The man did so, and his trip became more pleasant. The rabbi said the word “cast” meant “to toss something from one place to another.” The apostle Peter must have been thinking of this when he said, “Cast all your care or burdens on Him because HE cares for you.” (I Peter 5:7).  In the Greek New Testament, the same word was used in the Gospels to describe the disciples’ tossing their clothes on the donkey Jesus rode into Jerusalem. 

It is good to know that we serve a God that can and desires to carry our burdens if we will cast them or give them to Him. 


If you are like me sometimes I cast them to the Lord but I take them back. I have to continue casting or giving them over to Him till I finally leave them with Him and then receive His peace that passes all understanding.  So, just as we cast or throw our clothes into the dirty clothes basket may we on a daily basis continue to cast or give our burdens, cares or _____ to Him. He hasn’t given up on me yet and I ran from Him for many years so He definitely won’t give up on you. 


I love you all very much and pray that our Father will bless each of you and continue to draw each of us closer to Him.

A Glance Back at a Former Minister
The Reverent Kim Strong


Rev. Kim Mallory Strong, the son of Elbert Mand & Ruby Turner Strong, was born in Spartanburg, SC on October 7, 1956.  He attended Wofford College and received his B.A. in 1978.  He went to Emory University and received his Masters of Divinity in 1982.


On September 8, 1979 Rev. Kim Strong married Margaret (Margo) Mason of Greer, SC.  They became parents of two sons:  Kevin Matthew and Jonathan Mason.  Kim and wife are now Grandparents.


Rev. Strong was licensed to preach August 1979, and was ordained deacon June 1, 1982.  His appointments are as follows:  Slater-Renfrew 1979-1982.  He served Ebenezer-Bethel Charge 1982-1984.  Star 1984-These are some of his other accomplishments:  Commission, Deaconesses and Home Missionaries, 1984, Cluster Leader 1983-1984, Eastern Star Scholarship 1981-1982.  Rev. Strong served as trustee, on the Board of Life Food Pantry in Bennettsville.  He was C.P.E. of Greenville Mental Health Clinic.  Rev. Strong was also a Mason, with W.B.S.C. Radio in Bennettsville, member of the young Democrats and Woodsman of the World Home.  Let me add this little bit of information, also, he was a big fan of the Carolina Gamecocks.

Rev. Strong came to Knightsville United Methodist in June of 2001.  He was here for the first Pumpkin Patch and the building and completion of the Jewel Myers Family Life Center.
