 Greetings in the name of Jesus Christ our Lord! May you know that He is with you now and always as we start this New Year!
Last Sunday I shared that I was looking back and thanking all that have been involved in the ministry here at KUMC. This new year I am looking forward and asking you to join me in starting fresh with the Lord. I am thankful that we serve a God of the second chances. I mess up a lot and need to go to Him for help and it feels good to knows He is there to forgive me, love me and will give me strength to go forward in Him. 
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Yes, we do receive forgiveness of our sins and a new start in life when we go to the Lord and seek it but many times we need more or deeper help from Him. God’s word for “agree” is the word that is 
translated “confess.” To confess something means we agree that it is true. (2) Get healing and express grief. After we admit we are struggling with something then take the next step and find help, seek help. (3). Receive forgiveness. God really does forgive you and me for whatever has been done and He really does give us a brand new start. (4). Forgive others. Often we need help with this one to. As we are forgiven we are called also to forgive. God will do this for us if we allow Him to. (5). Examine your ways. Have we learned harmful patterns of reacting to others from our past? Have we carried over with us some of the same feelings or actions that were shown to us? (6) See the new you through new eyes.  Another kind of baggage we carry around is the view of ourselves that we learned in past relationships or situations. God wants to really free you from any bad or negative self-images that have developed over the years. 
Now, there is a lot more to these six steps and if any of you would like to read this book or talk about please let me know.  I am very thankful for what God has done in my life and am praying He will continue now and in the future. 

I do thank our Father for each of you and give Him praise for your love for Him and His people. You have been a blessing to Cynthia and I…and Shelby too!
