Greetings in the name of Jesus Christ: I pray that our Father will bless and be with each of you as we start our journey through the season of Lent. 
Lent is a season of forty days, not counting Sundays, which begins on Ash Wednesday, the 9th at 7pm, and ends on the Saturday before Easter. Lent comes from the word “lencten”, which means spring. I like the season of spring and the new life that pops up. This speaks to us about the transforming life we can have in Christ. The Word tells us that “all things have become new” (II Cor. 5:17) because of what Jesus did for us on the cross.  This season is a preparation for celebrating Easter, which is on April 24th this year. 
Lent is a time set aside to ponder on, to think about the fact that Jesus loved us so much that He suffered for our sins and ultimately died for them so that we might have life and have it more abundantly. I see Lent as a time to deny ourselves and follow Him, to be more disciplined in our Christian growth.

 I am reminded of the sermon for the last Sunday of February in which I used the illustration of the swimming pool. The shallow part is where most people like to stay but the Lord calls us to go deeper, deeper in our walk with Him. It takes time to learn how to swim and get over the fear of the deep end but is a joy as we do so. I remember swimming down to the bottom of the deep end and just sitting there. Just as there are fewer people in the deep in of the poor, there are fewer who commit themselves to a disciplined Christian walk.  

 Lent is a good time to commit to the Lord to following Him in a deeper relationship, to deny our self desires to doing what we want and seek to learn more about Him and His Word and His will for our lives. It would be great to commit yourself to reading at least one good Christian book over the Lenten season and spend some more time in prayer. I have plenty of good Christian books to read if anyone needs one. 
Remember our Sunday night Lenten services starting Sunday the 13th at 7pm. We are hosting the first one and the minister from Boone Hill will be preaching here. Come and enjoy the Word and the fellowship. I know you will enjoy it!
